                     Common Rules
1. Put an identification mark on your ball. If you cannot identify it as yours, it’s LOST. If you play the wrong ball you incur a 2 stroke penalty and must then play the correct ball.
2. Count your clubs. No more than 14.

3. Don’t ask for advice from anyone except your partner or caddie or give advice to anyone other than your partner. Information on the Rules, distance, or matters of public information such as position of hazards or flagstick on the putting green is not advice.

4. During a hole you may practice swing but not make a practice stroke. Between holes you may practice chip or putt on or near the putting green of the last hole played or the tee of the next hole but not from a hazard.

5. Play the ball as it lies. Don’t touch it unless a Rule permits.

6. Play the course as you find it. Don’t improve your lie, the area of your intended stance or swing, or your line of play by moving, bending, or breaking anything fixed or growing, except in fairly taking your stance or making your stroke. Don’t press anything down or build a stance.
7. Always hole out there is no such thing as a “gimmee.” The penalty is disqualification if the mistake is not corrected before making a stroke from the next teeing ground or leaving the putting green of the last hole of the round.

8. When dropping, stand erect, hold the ball at shoulder height and arm’s length and drop it. A ball dropped in a hazard must be dropped and stay in the hazard.

9. An obstruction is anything artificial (i.e. manmade). Objects defining out of bounds such as fence posts or stakes and immovable objects out of bounds are not obstructions.

10. Movable obstructions may be moved no matter where they are located. If your ball moves, replace it without penalty.

11. If an immovable obstruction interferes with the lie of the ball, your stance or swing, the relief procedure is exactly the same as that for abnormal ground conditions. (one club length, no penalty)

12. Ball Fails To Come To Rest on Spot
If a ball when placed fails to come to rest on the spot on which it was placed, there is no penalty and the ball must be replaced. If it still fails to come to rest on that spot: 

(i) except in a hazard, it must be placed at the nearest spot where it can be placed at rest that is not nearer the hole and not in a hazard;

(ii)  (ii) in a hazard, it must be placed in the hazard at the nearest spot where it can be placed at rest that is not nearer the hole. 

If a ball when placed comes to rest on the spot on which it is placed, and it subsequently moves, there is no penalty and the ball must be played as it lies, unless the provisions of any other Rule apply
